The CLC Alumni Association Board is pleased to announce the “University Center of 
Lake County Scholarship” for the 2012 academic year. This scholarship is designed to 
assist a College of Lake County graduate transferring to a participating college or 
university at the University Center of Lake County. The scholarship may be used towards 
the cost of attendance at your institution as determined by the financial aid department.  

To be eligible for the scholarship program, you must meet the following criteria:  

• be enrolled in or admitted to a participating college or university at the University 
Center of Lake County;  

• be considered a domestic student per your institution’s admissions office;  
• be eligible to receive the scholarship per your institution’s financial aid 

guidelines;  
• graduated with an associate degree from the College of Lake County;  
• earned the equivalent of a cumulative GPA of at least 3.0 on 4.0 scale; 
• accepted and enrolled in at least 6 credit hours at a UCLC participating college. 

All applications must be postmarked no later than May 28, 2012. Incomplete 
applications and those received after the deadline will not be considered. One 
$1,000 scholarship will be awarded. If you are selected as the recipient, the award 
payment will be made to your institution’s office of financial aid. Recipients of the 
UCLC Scholarship will be informed in writing after verification that CLC graduation 
requirements have been completed.
